LINCOLN ASSASSINATION/BOOTH ESCAPE – PART II

Highlights of our tour will include the home of Samuel Cox; the “pine thicket” area; the Thomas Jones home; the Potomac River crossing site (on private property – pending permission); the home of Mrs. Elizabeth Quisenberry (who provided food for the fugitives); the home of Dr. Richard Stuart; Port Royal, the location where Booth and Herold crossed the Rappahannock River; the Sarah Jane Peyton home in Port Royal where Captain Willie Jett sought lodging for the fugitives and the site of the Garrett Barn.  

Our historian/guide will be Michael Kanazawich, the author of the book Remarkable Stories of the Lincoln Assassination. Born and raised in Oneonta, New York, Mike received his Bachelor of Science degree in Geology from Oneonta State University and his Master of Science degree in Environmental Geology from University of Connecticut. Employed as a geologist for eleven years, Mike become a Gettysburg Licensed Battlefield Guide in 1995.
The price of this field trip is $89, which includes deluxe bus transportation from pick up points in Hummelstown (Lower Dauphin High School) and Camp Hill (Radisson Hotel and Conference Center), all entrance fees and driver tip.
