PHILADELPHIA AND THE CIVIL WAR

Join the Hershey Civil War Round Table and Dr. Andy Waskie as they explore the role that Philadelphia played in America’s Civil War.  Did you know that Philadelphia had the country’s largest navy yard, as well as several major military facilities and arsenals?  Philadelphia sent over 100,000 men into military service, 20,000 of whom never returned.  Philadelphia was the home of some of the Civil War’s greatest commanders, including the Victor of Gettysburg, General George Meade.  Our tour will retrace many of the sites most closely identified with the Civil War, including training camps, recruiting stations, hospitals, arsenals and depots.  The tour also visits the fortifications that were hastily erected to guard against the Rebel invasion.  Other sites include the homes of war heros, cultural institutions and the home front.   In the post-war memorial period, Philadelphia became a hot bed of veterans’ activities and monuments, many of which still dot the landscape.  We will pay homage to many of the Civil War’s greatest by visiting their final resting places in Laurel Hill and Woodlands cemeteries.  You will be introduced to the splendor of Philadelphia’s deep and rich Civil War roots.

Dr. Waskie is President of the General Meade Society in Philadelphia, a first-person impressionist of General Meade and is a member of the Union League.

Stops to include:

-    driving tour of Civil War sites in Old City

-    tour of the historic Union League

-    lunch (on your own) at McGillins Old Ale Pub, founded at the time of the Civil War

-    visit the Civil War and Underground Railroad Museum

-    tour Laurel Hill and the Laurel Hill cemetery

-    tour West Fairmount Park, including the Civil War monument, Meade monument, Memorial Hall, GAR monument, Woodlands cemetery.

The tour leaves at 7am from the parking area at the rear of Lower Dauphin High School, off Rt. 322, in Hummelstown. The bus returns at approximately 8pm, after a stop on the Pennsylvania Turnpike (also on your own).
